We would ask teachers and supervisors to read these notes, which have been prepared to highlight safety issues
when visiting Narborough Trout Farm.
General Information

We would like to invite the individuals responsible for Health and Safety to come and do a risk assessment free of charge
prior to the groups visit. Please ring Jan on 01760 338005 to arrange a mutually convenient time.

We have a small shop selling chocolates, sweets, cold drinks ice creams and souvenirs.
We usually try and ascertain how much you would like to spend and have what you would like available,
perhaps bagged in advance. Please talk to us about your requirements.

Our entire site is fairly level and depending on the weather and ground conditions accessible to wheelchairs.
If it is soft under foot then we can take the wheelchairs via a different route along some of the walk.

We would make every effort so that anyone wheelchair bound could feel that they had been able to join in.
Our toilets require one step up at the moment but we are working towards a wheelchair accessible toilet
We do recommend that Wellingtons be worn, as areas of the Nature Walk can be muddy.

The safety, behaviour and discipline of your group remain the responsibility of the teachers and group leaders.
Narborough Trout Farm staff can at no time assume this role.

Preparing for your visit.

Even though we are not a petting farm, please see that cuts and grazes are covered as a precaution.

KS1 -There should be at least one adult supervisor per 5 children.

KS2 — There should be at least one adult supervisor per 8 children.

Please make sure we are made aware of any allergies or any other medical conditions, particularly nut allergies or insect bites.

If ‘Epi Pens’ are prescribed for anaphylactic shock please advise us and make sure they are brought with the patient.
As the Nature Walk is all out of doors there is always a chance that a wasp sting might occur and we prefer to be prepared!

We have toilets with hand washing facilities as well as a gel waterless hand wash disinfectant available for use before eating.
PLEASE ALLOW PLENTY OF TIME FOR HAND WASHING

It is vital that every adult and child washes their hands thoroughly after the farm visit before eating and drinking and uses the
hand wash gel before leaving the farm.

There is hand wash gel available on the farm and the hand washing
Basins are to be found in the toilets marked on the map.

We recommend that hands and nails are soaped and thoroughly washed under running water and dried on the single use towels.
Ours is not a farm with hoofed animals and the children do not touch the fish so in theory it is low risk from animal born germs.
Our main concern is the water hazards. All children must be constantly supervised and the leaders must make themselves

familiar with the positions of the life preservers along the route. We suggest that the supervisors should be able to
swim in case of emergency.
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
